Why take part in enrichment activities? 

After school enrichment activities are a fantastic way to improve academic performance,       

develop new skills and meet new people.

How can I get involved?

If a club is ‘targeted’ at specific students, students will be invited by the member of staff running 

the club. Some clubs are targeted at specific individuals or groups so please check this infor-

mation with the leader of the club.

This booklet 

contains information about clubs which are available to attend this during half term. If there is a 

club you would like to take part in that isn’t currently offered, please speak to Mrs Zaheer.
